The school community will be a place where pupils can find acceptance for
themselves as unique individuals and where forgiveness and the opportunity to
start again is fundamental to the ethos of the school (Please read our school
behaviour policy in connection with this).

Teaching and Organisation

Development in SMSC, takes place across all curriculum areas, within activities
that encourage pupils to recognise the spiritual dimension of their learning,
reflect on the significance of what they are learning, and to recognise any
challenges that there may be to their own attitude and lifestyle. Teachers
inspire pupils through the enthusiasm for and modelling of learning. All adults at
Nine Acres Primary use creative strategies and challenging questions to engage
pupils in their learning and relate it o their own experiences.
