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Having built strong foundations in the children's
understanding of place value, we are going to
consolidate applying addition and subtraction skills
before moving on to multiplication and division.

This half term we are really focussing on developing the children's
fluency in maths, particularly with their number facts and times
tables —up to 12x12; T am sure you will have heard the catchy songs in
our playground! Please help them to practise as it will have a big impact
on their learning. For my year 3's, the government are introducing a times
table test next year to be taken in Year 4 so let's be ready but more
importantly, your multiplication and division learning will be so much
easier!

Theme

This half term our theme is going to be focussed around the Victorians. As well as
learning about what it was like to be a Victorian child, learning
about how the Victorians impacted the world we know today and
where they fit into history, we are going to be going on an
exciting trip to Osborne House in December!
